Our �me here on earth can be viewed 
through the image of a marathon. The 
great prize for running the race well is 
eternity in heaven where we will be eter-
nally united with God. On this Solemnity 
of All Saints Day we contemplate those 
holy men and women who have run the 
race before us and reached their heaven-
ly des�na�on.  
St. Bernard says that “calling the saints to 
mind inspires, or rather arouses in us, 
above all else, a longing to enjoy their 
company, so desirable in itself … In short, 
we long to be united in happiness with all 
the saints.”
