Being Authentic Stewards  
This Sunday we celebrate the great solemnity of 

the Ascension of the Lord. Before Jesus ascend-

ed into heaven he told his apostles, and us as 

well, to “go into all the world and proclaim the 

good news to the whole creation.”

To always live as a disciple of Christ and 

showcase the joy of being a Catholic is perhaps 

the greatest good we can do in evangelizing our 

neighbour.  

St. Charles Borromeo says, “Be sure that you 

first preach by the way you live.

If people know we are practicing Catho-

lics, we can potentially scandalize them if we act 

uncharitably or contrary to the faith. Therefore, 

let us strive to make our entire lives a reflection 

of God so that we may constantly spread the 

Gospel.  
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
