A New Season of Stewardship  
We have arrived at the beautiful and powerful 

season of Advent. It is a season to prepare in 

awe and wonder for the coming of Christ at 

Christmas, His coming as a tiny babe wrapped in 

swaddling clothes. It is also a period to prepare 

for the final coming of Christ as well as our own 

individual day of judgement at the end of our 

lives. We will all be called to give an account of 

how we used the gifts God gave us to better 

serve Him and the Church. Essentially, Advent 

is a season of stewardship. The readings this 

Sunday quickly call our attention to the need to 

be aware of our judgement.

Let us get 

ready for the Lord’s coming and prepare with 

awe and wonder.
