St. Charles Borromeo says, “Be sure that you first preach 
by the way you live. If you do not, people will notice that 
you say one thing, but live otherwise, and your words will 
bring only cynical laughter and a derisive shake of the 
head.” If people know we are practicing Catholics, we can 
potentially scandalize them if we act uncharitably or 
contrary to the faith. Therefore, let us strive to make our 
entire lives a reflection of God so that we may constantly 
spread the Gospel.
